KS2 children do not receive the government scheme for free fruit and vegetables. Year’s 3, 4, 5, and 6 may 
bring in a snack from home or they can buy healthy snacks in school from our school tuck shop. Our 
current policy allows fruit or vegetables only to be consumed by the children during morning break. If 
your child chooses to bring in a snack from home, please ensure it is either fruit or vegetables.  
 
Drinks  
Children may bring in a water bottle to refill in school, this should contain water only.  Children may help 
themselves to a drink throughout the school day. We have a water fountain available for playtimes and 
lunchtimes.
